
ATTACHMENTS:  ARE YOU THE MASTER OR THE SLAVE?

The message, the lesson, the discourse for this day is rather simple for the message focuses on revealing  that which is the essence of simply being who you are. Consider the concept of attachments and what the meaning of attachments really is.  It is all quite simple.
There is the concept of the teacher and the student.  In the context of  the  earthly  environment, these are  rather important concepts for it appears that there are those who know and are teachers, and it appears as though there are those who are learning and becoming aware so they too can know  and they  are  students.  The process, however, is not so clear for often the one who is the student becomes attached to the process of learning and attached to the externalized personality or emanations that radiate from the one assumed to be the teacher.  And conversely, the one who is the teacher is attached to that which they think they know  and it becomes a statement of personality, a statement of ego as that  which  is  known is presented to the one called the student.

So even in the midst of what appears to be a process of mutual sharing, there are hidden and subtle attachments. Are you the master or are you the slave?  The master is often attached to  that which is being mastered and that which comes under the control of this mastership.  The slave is often attached to that which is a condition that appears to have very limited boundaries and possibilities.   With each of these examples there is of course an answer to the riddle of attachment.  Are you the teacher or the student? Are you the master or the slave?

In the ultimate reality of existence, are you not both?  Or perhaps neither?  For in the mid point there is simply the existence of who you are, not being attached to the elements of the process but simply being within the flow of life energy.  The process of non-attachment is the process of simply being.   Not being this or that, not being the conscious projecting teacher or receptive student, not being the master with power or the slave who has abdicated power. For in both instances, is not the master the slave to desire, slave to expectations, slave to the hunger for power and control?   Is not the teacher slave to the ego-driven pursuits of response to the purported wisdom that is being shared?  And is not the student a slave to the limitations of that which is possible to be known, limiting the concepts and perceptions?

So you see, within all relationships, there is potential for attachment to the process rather than simply being in the context of the process and letting all externalized attachments or internalized attachments simply fade away. You are who you are.  I AM who I AM.  It is that simple. There is nothing more to be known.

This does not mean that one is not involved or one does not participate in the life process for that is of course the point of being embodied within the earthly experience. Souls have chosen to be embodied, not to avoid and be consciously disassociated from the process of creation, but rather to be involved in and to master, to learn to become identified with simply the process of creation as it moves in and through all existence.

The three dimensional world is the school and the process is one of mastering that which is offered in the classroom of earth.   So involvement is not attachment.  Involvement is simply being who you are, going through the process of experiencing who you are within the context of the creative environment.  Attachment becomes then a stumbling block.  It becomes a point of hesitation.  It becomes a side trip when you become attached to the elements of the process.

So you see, ultimately you are the teacher and the student. It is all one.  You are the master and the slave, it is all one. One reflects the other. But in the middle, in the center of participation in the flow of life energy, all is One.  So the lesson, the message is very simple.

Be who you are.  Participate fully, emanating, radiating, and establishing the consciousness of the Attributes of the Soul in every thought, word, and deed.  Be the totality of who you are.  As the Master Teacher gave, be in the world but not of it.  Be part of the process of life energy but be not attached to it.  It's rather simple, isn't it?  So be it.
