Might (3)

We see the power of creation in the concept of Might (3).  As Spirit (1) spreads forth as Beauty (2) and Balance (2), a combining takes place that provides for the mightiness of creation to be expressed.  The trinity emerges as Spirit and Beauty become unified in Might, a statement of the strength and power of the creative principle of the universe.  Might is an attribute of the soul that reflects the balancing of the masculine and feminine principles of creation.  Might is a statement of unification, of stability, and of the consciousness of the soul as it realizes its balanced origin in spirit.  Might is the sustaining quality of the soul that consciously connects the soul with the infinite source of creative energy that emanates from the One source of all.

Might reflects the concept of the trinity as expressed in so many different spiritual teachings.  Might is also expressed as the triangle, a most stable universal form used in art, construction, and in symbolic representations of spiritual understandings.  The mightiness of creation is very real.  The soul, in its purest form, is a statement of the trinity, the Might of the Creator, a statement of perfection as the masculine and feminine principles of the universe merge as one.  It is through understanding Might that the aspiring soul retraces its steps to the prime source of creation where all is One.  It is through Might that a soul consciously combines the masculine and feminine creative principles of Spirit and Beauty.  Might is creation in action.  Might (3) is the three as one.

Might resonates to the number three which is the number of the trinity.  It is a statement of the pure balance between the masculine and the feminine.  It is the creative force in its mightiest form.  Might is the blending and coming together of that which is the masculine or the outer expression, that which is projecting into and throughout all of the universe, balancing that energy with the feminine or intuitive inner energy, that which is the calming, the nurturing, the caring aspect of the spiritual side of one’s being.  When these two come together in the mightiness of Balance, they form a combination of the two, which the child of that union.  So this is creation in its purest sense, but it is also the universal symbol of creation.  It is the mightiness of the forces of the universe that come together to bring forth new form, new thought, new ideas.  There is always a balancing of the masculine and feminine forces, both of which are important, for you have the feminine force as represented in the earth that is the nurturing, balancing, harmonious aspect of that which provides substance and sustenance to the children of the earth, if you will.  And then you have the radiant power of the sun which represents the masculine form and projecting Light and energy into this earth which calls forth the balancing of the two energies, bringing forth creation.  It is important to know that within the soul, the Might of all creation is present as one of the Attributes.  For the mightiness of the Creator is what brought the soul into creation to begin with.
