Truth (6)

To know Truth (6), is to be Truth (6).  As Spirit (1) combines with Life (5), the soul 

comes into an understanding of the Truth (6) of its existence.  The soul becomes aware that Truth is always Truth, just as the concept of two is always two.  In the consciousness of Truth, there can never be duality, good and bad, true and false.  All is seen to be part of the whole.  Everything is connected and there is a reason for everything that happens.  The reason for a particular event or relationship is not always evident to the conscious mind. However, from the eternal perspective of the one Truth, the pathway is very clear.   The lessons to be learned along the way are very real and knowable.  

All souls enter into a given lifetime with a chosen life plan that provides the opportunity to refine their understanding, and to come into a greater alignment with their true Self.  As this occurs, a soul discovers the Truth of its existence, the Truth of how all is connected, the Truth of the eternal nature of the soul.  There can only be one Truth; there cannot be several truths.  Truth is the universal principle of knowing.  It was once given to “Know the Truth and be Free”. action.

The cry goes out: “In my Soul I Am Free!”  Truth is freedom of the soul.

As with every Attribute of the Soul, there is only one meaning; there is only one statement that is what it is.  Truth is Truth.  And there is no other truth.  Truth is an absolute, a pure statement of that which is real and eternal.  Truth is found deep within the soul as the soul identifies with the Truth of its being, the Truth of who it is, the Truth of how it came into creation, the Truth of its purpose, the Truth of its relationship with itself and with other souls.  In the external world of experience, there are many truths.  There are many false images you might say, that provide an illusion, provide a facade of that which for the moment seems to be true, but in time will be seen for what it is. Truth is simply Truth.  When one approaches and comes into the consciousness of Oneness, Truth is instantly known and understood.  There is no division, no separation.  Truth is the ultimate statement of Oneness, the statement of who I AM in every aspect of creation.
