AWARENESS:  THE ENVIRONMENT OF THE SOUL

It is a time to become aware of your entire environment, not only the environment of our physical world, not only the environment of your mental world, not only the environment of your emotional world, but the total environment that you dwell in, exist in, and have the infinite capacity of connecting with the environment of the soul.  It is time to bring into alignment the various aspects of your externalized and feeling nature to understand the true source of the feelings and the inner motivations, as it might be called, that you have continuously, unendingly, and unerringly.  

Feelings are talked about within your culture.  Feelings are written about as they relate to personal interactions in the three dimensional world.  Feelings are reflected upon in philosophical and poetic reflections, and feelings are suggested as going beyond the level of mental and physical nature of one’s being.  So often in the limited perceptions of the world of cause and effect, the world of duality, feelings are relegated to what are called emotions.  It must be understood that this is certainly one level of what you would call feelings; but it is the level of reactive response to the externalized stimuli and the judgment or evaluation of that response in relationship to a framework of reference that has been learned, created, and sustained because of one’s attachment to the ways of the world.  

There is a certain emotional response that one has to various levels of excitement as the outer senses of the physical body are stimulated and are, from the external point of view, found to be pleasing.  There are those feelings that are stimulated by judgment and response to the critical nature of the externalized focus which then often brings a response in what is called a negative, fearful, overly critical and often even an attacking mode.  It must be known that the feelings generated in this level of involvement are certainly real but they are temporary for they are based upon responding and reacting to the illusion of the world.  

For instance, the response to what is called pain and suffering is often one that is an attachment to the false concept that the physical and emotional limitations of the three dimensional world are the extent of reality.  Pain in the emotional sense is a response to a lack of understanding, a lack of perception, a misunderstanding of the true character and nature of the soul, a lack of perception of the infinite statement of being that the soul is in the greater context of the Love and Light of the universe.  There can be no pain in the infinite statement of being of Love and Light.  Pain is of the world of cause and effect, the world of limited perception, the world of duality.  Pain and suffering are only indications of points of growth, points of opportunity, and points of opening into the possibility and eventually the probability, and eventually the actuality of coming into the greater reality of knowing the truth of one’s being.

To stop and hold onto these moments of pain and suffering is being captured by and being a participant in the continuation of the world of cause and effect, the world of duality, the created illusion of the three dimensional existence.  So feelings of this nature appear to be real but it must be known they are transitory and temporary.  

The process of coming into the greater feelings that emanate from the soul is the process of awakening to one’s true reality.  To use the word feelings as it would be applied to the awareness emanating from the soul is perhaps not using a word that truly communicates what is occurring.  Feelings are, to the mind, limited to the emotional context.  Rather than using the word feelings, it is important to perhaps use the word, awareness, which is an opened ended, unattached infinite statement of the flow of the expression of purity of existence bubbling up and coming from the center of the consciousness of the soul.  It is a good pattern of outer expression to allow this awareness to be felt, to be known, to be understood, to be identified with, and to let this awareness call forth the knowing of the qualities of the soul, the Attributes of the Soul, as reflected in and as all that is observed and experienced.

For you see, when you are as a soul aware of the beauty that you are, when you are aware of the harmony that you are, you see, you feel, you know the truth of your existence as a soul as one with the absolute perfection of creation.  When you see the graceful bough of a tree you know and feel the beauty that emanates from that graceful statement of creation.  When you look into the eyes of the physical vehicle of another soul, you feel the essence of beauty and harmony and truth that is emanating from that soul.  You know that that soul is one and identical with who you are as a soul.

Feeling is most important; but awareness and knowing transcends the concept of feeling and brings the focus and attention of consciousness into the environment of the soul, not the environment of the externalized world.  It is important to allow this inner awareness to come into the outer consciousness for that is the blending, the merging, the assimilation, and the alignment that is taking place.  This is a time to bring the environment of the soul into full manifestation.  This is a time to bring the consciousness of the soul into active application and participation within the totality of one’s experience.  In so doing, all that has been the illusion of the limited reality of the external world, all that has been the reactive emotional content and attachment to the world of cause and effect will blend and meld into and become one with the truth of awareness that is known to be so from the depths of soul consciousness.

Consider what is being offered and walk each step of your conscious involvement in creation manifesting the awareness of the environment of the soul where there is absolute beauty, absolute balance, absolute harmony, absolute truth, where life is the sustaining energy that brings the purity of soul consciousness into manifestation.  Let your externalized feelings be what they are, but know that the foundation lies in not the reactive nature that entraps one in the outer world, but in the proactive nature of fully expressing the truth of one’s being from the perspective of the environment of the soul.

You are the fullness of expression of who you are as a soul.  Let that be your only statement of existence.  I AM, the Love, the Light, and the Life of the universe. 
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
