GENERAL TOPICS:  FREEDOM

To pass through the experience is one thing, to become attached to and permanently embedded in the experience is another thing. When that is understood the experience and all attachments to it can then be released and you are free to move on to the next experience or on to the ever elevating consciousness of who you are as a soul.
