RELATIONSHIPS:  PHYSICAL REALM

As all is, it is the truth of your being that the real you, that which you call the Higher Self, that which is the link in consciousness between that which is and that which appears to be, is always present.  You may have certain divergent points of awareness on which you focus your attention; but the truth of who you really are is always with you, for that is who you are.  

As the soul moves in and through its worldly experiences, there are many relationships that are established, that occur, that are both spontaneous as well as more involved over a period of time.  It is important to recognize the meaning and purpose of all relationships for it is in what you call relationships that the doorways to the inner singular truth of your being are opened.  

There are relationships in the physical, relationships in the emotional realm, relationships in the world of the mind and intellect, and certainly relationships from a deeper and more profound spiritual inner perspective.  It must be stated however that all relationships, when understood from the inner perspective, are most profound.

It is within the context of each relationship that the mirror of the understanding of the soul is reflected.  What you see, what you experience in a relationship is what you see and experience in yourself.  So you see, every relationship is potentially, a deep and profound spiritual experience.  It is when the relationship is recognized for what it is, and then internalized for what it offers that the true meaning, value, and purpose of each relationship is manifested and fulfilled.

So consider your relationships within the physical realm.  As you interact with physical things, what are you feeling?  How are you using or observing those things that are physical?  Within the world of nature, how are you interacting with that which is the created environment around you?  Are you sensitive to the purpose of the environment,  how it blends and interacts with all of the creative experience?  Are you sensitive to the various components of the physical environment and how they function and exist in a uniform harmony?  Are you aware of the impact that your activities, your perspective, and your applications have on your physical environment?

You see, as you become aware and conscious of your connectedness with the physical environment, you look not at what the physical environment can accomplish, do, or provide for you; but you look for where the point of harmony and balance is as you move through, interact with, and utilize various components of the physical environment.  It all exists for a purpose, but it is from the inner perspective where the purpose is defined, interpreted, and truly known.

So consider your reactions within the physical environment and move through the environment, not reacting, but rather interacting, blending, merging, harmonizing, moving through the environment as a component of it not as a manipulator and user of it.

In the same form, that which is created and manufactured and utilized for the bodily comforts that you have throughout your home, throughout your community, throughout your entire physical environment, how do you view these physical objects?  Do you see them for how they can be used or do you see them for satisfying externalized pleasures of lust,  greed,  power, or comfort in the physical perspective?

How do you see the physical objects in your life?

Again everything has a purpose, but it is the attachment to the object that clouds the purpose and converts the purpose not into a utilization and interaction and a movement through the environment; but rather the attachment encourages the movement and activity within a limited environment where that which is being observed is perceived with a limited utilization, in fact, often perceived with ownership.  Do you really own anything?  Or are all the objects within your physical environment simply items to use, to interact with.  And for what purpose -- to accomplish that which is your inner purpose of discovering and understanding who you really are as a soul.

All physical objects serve certain purposes and it is important to recognize that the purpose is not in the emotional attachment or thrill of utilization; but the purpose is in the release of the unifying principle and harmonization of all the attributes of the soul within the context of each and every step throughout your physical environment.  

So consider the relationships that you have in the physical world.  Consider the perspective from which these physical relationships can be viewed.  Consider the inner meaning and purpose for each and every relationship.  Observe where there are reactions and attachments to the physical relationships and convert those reactions and attachments to conscious interactions from an inner purposeful perspective.

Walk in harmony.  Walk in peace.  Walk in a unified presence of detachment from the physical realm.  Know the true relationship with all.  You are I AM, the Love, Light, and Life of creation.
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
